Apr il 16, 17 ,  Petersburg, VA - - The usual fun and games at Battersea with free dinner  and free beer ! 224th 
Anniversary! This annual event commemorates the April 1781 battle between Crown Forces under Gen. Phillips, and 
Virgina militiamen, for control of the old Virginia town of Petersburg, on the Appomattox River. The event site, 
Battersea Plantation, is lovely and historic. A veritable groaning board has (in the past) been provided free to all 
reenactors on Saturday night. And the British embassy usually dispatches a military attache to participate in a memorial 
honoring Gen. Phillips (whose remains lie in a local churchyard) and to review the troops. NOTE: They are FINALLY 
getting some ser ious funding and sponsorships! There is movement on the restoration project (star ting with the 
roof, that’s been leaking badly). Things like T-shir ts and such are in the works. We’ve suppor ted this site for  a 
long time, now things are happening and we can be justly proud of the par t we’ve played! 

More as the details develop. 
 
May 13 - 15 2005, 225th Anniversary of The Crossing of the Ashley &  Siege of Char les Town, Char leston, South 
Carolina – THIS HAS BEEN ENDORSED BY THE BAR AND THE BRITISH BRIGADE, SO WILL 
PROBABLY BE ONE OF THE “ BIG THREE”  FOR 2005.  Sir Henry Clinton and more than eight thousand British, 
German and Loyalist troops set out from New York to change the seat of the war by invading the South in 1779.  To 
commemorate the 225th anniversary of this important event, Drayton Hall Plantation (a National Trust for Historic 
Preservation site) is sponsoring it in cooperation with Magnolia and M iddleton Place Plantations, the City of 
Char leston and the Char leston Museum. Drayton Hall, Magnolia Plantation, and Middleton Place represent all three 
major plantations along the Ashley River Road, giving the event thousands of contiguous acres with which to work. The 
Charleston Museum is America’s oldest museum and has several important Revolutionary War artifacts in its collection. 
 The 64th Regiment of Foot and 2d Virginia Regiment are serving as sponsoring units, with Michael Grenier (64th Reg’ t) 
and Todd Post serving as Crown and Continental Forces coordinators respectively. 
 
Although the siege of Charleston included skirmishes, but no major field battle, they are adding opportunities for the 
troops to practice their tactical skills on a large scale through battalion exercises and a tactical during the weekend.

July 9, 10 – The Annual Commemorations at Brattonsville (a recreated SC town near  Rock Hill, SC. Used  as a 

set in “ The Patr iot” ). 225th Anniversary commemorative Reenactments of the Battles of Huck’s Defeat, Stallions 
Plantation, Rocky Mount and Hanging Rock. 

 
August, 19 – 21, 2005 Camden - 225th. This is going to be a GOOD one! Lots of planning from excellent hosts. 
From the Director  of the site (extract of longer  post): It will be at Historic Camden. Saturday -- 2 battles. AM battle 
will be night skirmish. Afternoon battle will be dawn battle (both will be held across the street). Sunday will be a living 
history day only depicting Camden as a garrison with hangings, punishments, Masonic funeral of de Kalb, etc. � � �
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highlanders will portray the 71st and no kilts/bagpipes on the battle field, either. Regulars will portray the 33rd and 23rd. 
The website -- www.historic-camden.net is under development now. 
 
Patrick O’Kelley, author of Nothing but Blood and Slaughter, a collection of information about, literally, EVERY action 
that took place in the Carolinas during the war, adds:  “This is one that needs to be emphasized.  The battleground was 
recently purchased, and it is being restored back to the original condition.  The only modern intrusion in the site is the 
road running through it.  Other than that there are no light poles, no houses, nothing.  The original Great Wagon Road is 
still there, beside the main road.  They are going to allow the reenactors to do the Battle of Camden, at the same time as 
the original battle, and at the same location.  This is definitely a one time event, because once it becomes a National Park 
or some such, they will most likely not allow any battles.”  
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Sep, 2005 – Capture of Char lotte (225th – GUARDS – our  FIRST MAJOR ACTION in the SOUTHERN 
CAMPAIGN!) – This is going to be a good one! I ’d like this and Char leston to be high pr ior ity among our  
MAJOR EFFORT events for  that year . The Catawba Crossing was the FIRST significant action of the Guards 
in the Southern Campaigns. This is the fight at Cowan’s Ford where Freder ick Hager , a Loyalist Scout for  the 
Guards, is credited with shooting rebel General Davidson. 
 
Sept 24, 25 – The annual event at Endview Plantation. Those who have done this event in the past will agree the site 
offers opportunities for construction of fortifications that few others do. The hosts (Jay Howlett’s unit) hope to add, in 
addition to the usual tacticals, much more in the way of public demonstrations, workshops, and reenactor competition. 
This is NOT the BAR redoubt building but is a heavy immersion type of tactical event. All reports have been that it’s 
been lots of fun and educational to all concerned. 
 
October  8, 9 2005 Whitpain, PA – This will probably be one of the “ biggies”  for  2005. Great site near  
Philadelphia. The Guards were involved in most of the activity around Philadelphia, so it’ s “ good ground.”  
 
October   K ing’s Mountain, NC – (225th) Not sure what this one is going to be like. More as it develops. 
 
Nov. 5, 6 – 35th Annual Camden Field Days at Histor ic Camden. The usual par ty event with the wor ld famous 
Guy Fawkes Day celebrations and interesting scenar ios that we just don’ t get to do at other  events. 
 

2006 – Planning the Campaigns of 1781! 
 
March – BIG event planned for  Guilford Cour thouse 
Apr il 22 – 23 225th of Petersburg! BIG PLANS IN THE WORKS! 

 
“ Good enough – ISN’T! ”  “ Good is the biggest enemy of GREAT!”  

 
 
Histor ical Note: Winter  of 1779 – 80 Many thanks to Todd Braisted of the IV BN, NJ 
Volunteers (a fine Loyalist Corps!) for  contr ibuting the following about winter  weather  
dur ing the war: “ Living a few miles from New York City, I am amazed at what I have read on the winter of 
1779/1780. Not only did the Hudson River freeze, but it froze clear down to Sandy Hook.  Staten Island was literally 
attached to the mainland by the frozen water.  The western part of Long Island Sound was frozen enough that people 
were reported crossing it on foot.”  
 
“The situation prompted a flood of worry on the British end.  The striking force of the British Army, under its 
commander in chief, had sailed of to liberate Charlestown, leaving the New York garrison under the command of Lt. 
General Knyphausen..  With the river and harbor frozen, New York was open to attack by a strong Continental Army.  
Fortunately for the British, the Continentals were in pretty poor shape, as Washington's letters illustrate.  The best they  
could do was cross 2,000 men under Lord Stirling over the ice to attack Staten Island.  Their main accomplishment in 24 
hours was to burn the quarters of the 4th Battalion, New Jersey Volunteers and take 6 Provincials prisoners, for the  
loss of several killed, 20 men captured, and hundreds reportedly frostbitten.  The island was also plundered to an 
embarrassing degree, so much so that Washington himself was forced to try and collect the plunder to send back.  A Lt.  
Porter of the 7th Maryland Regiment was cashiered for "robbing and plundering a woman." 
 
The attack did nothing but outrage the British and prompt retaliation.  The garrison of Elizabethtown was surprised on 
the night of 25/26 January by 120 men of the 1st & 4th Battalions of New Jersey Volunteers, capturing almost 60 
officers and men, mostly Continentals.  The same night, a British force from Paulus Hook surprised Newark and 
captured about 35 or 40 Continentals.   
 



 

 
 

Between the Staten Island attack and this, 130 Connecticut Militia had surprised the quarters of the Loyalist Westchester 
County Militia at Morrisinia, taking a number prisoner.  Their exhaustion on the road back though gave ample time for 
the remaining Westchester cavalry and infantry to pursue them, cutting down many, and capturing forty of them.  Less 
than half of the Connecticut militia made it back safely. 
 
A par ty of the Guards, Hessians and Westchester  M ilitia crossed over  the snow many miles into Westchester  and 
assaulted the Continental post at Young's House, near  Philipsburg Manor , killing, wounding and captur ing over  
one hundred, all from the 2nd, 3rd, 4th, 5th, 6th, 7th, 8th, 9th, 10th, 11th and 15th Massachusetts regiments. 
 
The situation prompted Major General Pattison, commandant of New York City, to embody the militia of that place, and 
arm the Civil Branches of the Army & Artillery, plus the crews of the private and government ships frozen in the harbor. 
 Added to the city volunteer companies, almost 6,000 men were put under arms that winter. 
 
Their  one instance of leaving Manhattan was recorded in " The Royal Gazette"  for  February 9, 1780: 
   "On Sunday last [February 6th] the Commissary General sent upwards of eighty sleighs loaded with provisions for the 
use of the troops on Staten-Island, where they arrived that afternoon, and returned to this city next day, the escorte was 
under the command of Lieut. Drummond of the 42nd regiment, consisting of 40 British, and 60 of the Loyal 
Commissariat Volunteers." 
 
The repor t was confirmed by Major  General St. Clair , commanding the rebel forces on the lines in NJ: 
   "The Country was very much alarmed Yesterday by the appearance of a Party and a number of Sleighs on the Sound.  
The report reached me as I was on my return from Woodbridge, with the addition that they were actually landed, and in  
Elizabethtown; which occasioned the Troops to be got under Arms that were nearest.  It proved to be a Party from N. 
York, most probably carrying Provisions.  They came on the Ice at Bergain Point, passed up towards De Harts Point,  
about half way; and then turned off and landed near Deckers on Staten Island.  The Sleighs were in number about one 
hundred and the Escort consisted of about Sixty Infantry and twenty Horse." 
 
Source: St. Clair  to Washington, 7 February 1780.  Ohio Histor ical Society, Papers of Ar thur  St. Clair , Box 1, Folder  8. 
 
The ice permitted a perfect bridge going both ways.  In a letter from Knyphausen, dated 24 February 1780, he noted: 
   "Since the 26th of December above One hundred and Sixty Deserters, have come in, from the Rebel Army, and 
between Sixty and Seventy Soldiers, belonging to different Corps, have made their Escape, from the 
Country."

It was at about this time that the weather turned rainy and warmer.  The Rev. Charles Inglis noted on 
23 February:   "The Ice between us & Powles Hook became impassible in the Afternoon - heavy Rain 
the preceeding Day, succeeded this Day by a Strong Wind at S W, broke up the Ice - this has been the 
severest Winter Known in the Memory of Man - the Sexton of St. Pauls measured the Depth to which 
the Frost had penetrated, & he found it to be 4 feet 1 inches thick." 
 
Source: National Archives of Canada, Journal of the Reverend Char les Inglis. 
 
Daniel Coxe, a New Jersey Loyalist in New York City, wrote on 28 March to John Andre outside 
Charlestown:    "The cold here has been astonishingly severe beyond the memory of man in this 
Country, or even Tradition itself - heavy loaded sleds passing securely from hence to Powles Hooke 
and Staten Island.  The Rivers, Sounds and Bays, down to the Hooke, as so compleately & firmly 
frozen, are Phenomenons as extraordinary as true - the greatest perhaps of all is that the Garrison and 
Inhabitants were not all perished for want of wood.  Our apprehensions on this lead, thank heaven, 
are now all over."

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The want of wood was critical.  Shipping hulks were broken up and burned.  Small parties of Loyalists continually 
crossed over to Weehawken and Hoboken to cut wood for the post.  This led to the creation of the Loyal Refugee  
Volunteers in April, my favorite Loyalist corps, to cut wood for profit. 
 
The most intriguing incident of the winter was one that has never been fully detailed, the attempt to surprise Washington 
himself at the Ford Mansion in Morristown.  The primary thrust of the raid involved 120 British & Provincial cavalry 
crossing the ice into Bergen County, and from thence to Morristown, while hundreds of other troops entered the state at 
several locations, both to cover them and as diversions.  Only the depth of the snow initially, and then the rains that 
followed made the cavalry unable to get much past Hackensack.  I am currently working on an article on this raid, so 
perhaps more on that early next year.
