While our numbers were small (4th Coy and British in general), we
made a big impact. The weather started out horrid. Friday evening
was cold and with a HARD blowing rain. It was coming down
sideways. It would have been easier camping in a drive-through car
wash! That ended about 9:00 PM and then it was just cold and
windy. | managed to get my van stuck in the mud of the camp and
had to be pulled out Saturday morning. Saturday was cold, cloudy
(until late in the day) and windy. Sunday, after temperatures
dropping into the 20s overnight, was gorgeous. The event itself
was a good one. The National Park Service folks pulled out the
stops to provide an enjoyable experience for us.

It was a great learning
experience.

Dr. Larry Babits, author of Devil of a Whipping, a book about the battle,
was very impressed with those facts. As you can see
from the photos, the action was lively! | had the
honor of being the overall crown commander for the
event, and personally lead the “Highland Charge” of
the 71* Reg't on the second day. That was a
different experience. All in all, it was a pretty neat
event.

AARs: Drill Weekends — Men fromthe 4 ™ Company were at work on Jan 21 at Sully Plantation in VA
and Tannenbaum Historic Park in NC. The Tannenbaum detachment first viewed the outstanding diorama
of the Battle of Guilford Courthouse at Tannenbaum Park. We then went through a heavy series of repetitions
of the basic “34 Count” Manual Exercise of 1764 along with the extra movements that we must know in order
to perform all the evolutions.

Reenacting and the IRS — SAVE SOME MONEY:

As you are all aware, our historical activities tetome expensive. Fortunately, when conducteéhialbof a
qualified non-profit corporatiorlike the 4" Coy), they fall under the heading of out-of-pocket “arkind” expenses
while performing volunteer work. This means a lapgecentage of these expenses can be deductediotayaeturn
under Charitable Contributions if you itemize. Thiticle points out which expenses are deductibteprovides
examples for you to use in preparing your tax retur

I. Qualifying Organizations

Most organizations can tell you if they are a diiei organization. The following are some qualifeagjanizations.

A. Churches or other religious organizations.

B. Nonprofit charitable organizations such as S@weArmy, Red Cross, CARE, Goodwill Industries dsited Way
C. Nonprofit hospitals and medical research orgeiuns.

D. Public parks and recreation facilities.

E. Veterans’ groups

F. Organizations operated for education, scientifiiterary purposes or for civil defense or thetpction of children
or animals, and nonprofit museums. This would idelReenactment groups that have been certifiedrapmofit by the
IRS.The 4™ Company, Brigade of Guards in America, LTD isa 50 1 (c) (3) tax exempt non-profit
Historical and Educational Corporation, so recogniz ed by the IRS. Our activities and expenses on

behalf of the company ARE__ deductible!

II. Volunteer Work

Out of Pocket Expenses or “in-kind donations” - &ewble out-of-pocket expenses incurred when rérgleolunteer
services to charitable organizations are deductitddevever, you may not deduct the value of youetion services.
Some of the out-of-pocket costs are outlined below.

A. Uniforms and Clothing
You may deduct the cost and upkeep of uniformybatmust wear while performing donated servicesafoharitable
organization if they are not suitable for everydag.

Example 1: You buy a Guards uniform or period dtessear while performing work for AWI era event$e cost of
the uniform or dress is deductible as a charitabteribution.

Example 2: You buy $145 worth of material to hameA&VI uniform or dress made to wear while perforgnat AWI
events. You pay a seamstress $250 to make themmifiodress. You may deduct the $145 cost of thieriad plus the
$250 labor of the seamstress.

Example 3: You buy $145 worth of material to hame?&VI uniform or dress made to wear while perforgnmolunteer
services. You make the uniform or dress yoursedil ¥an deduct the $145 of the cost of the matethialsever, you
cannot deduct the value of your own time.

Example 4: A lady buys a pair of $55 earrings tamehile performing volunteer services. Since they suitable for
everyday wear, they are not deductible.

Example 5: You take your AWI uniform or dress te theaners to have it cleaned. Since this is reduor the
maintenance of the outfit, it is deductible.

B. Equipment and Supplies
Equipment and supplies used performing servicestaritable organizations are deductible.

Example 1: You buy an AWI tent to use in your ingmien while performing living history events foetpark service.
Since this equipment is used while performing sEwi it is deductible.

Example 2: You buy an accurate tin kettle and satensils to cook with while performing voluntesarvices. Since
this is equipment used in your volunteer works itleductible.

NOTE: Theoretically, you are DONATING your gear to the company! | would NOT recommend deducting the

cost of your firelock or other major equipment that you may want to re-sell someday. Otherwise, to stdotally
within the law, you'd have to depreciate it and reprt the “profit” from such a sale as income or capial gains.
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C. Car Expenses

You can deduct the cost of gas and oil that arctir related to the use of your car in giving vaker services to a
charitable organizations. You may not deduct gdmepair and maintenance expenses, depreciatidnsorance. If
you do not want to deduct your actual expensesnyayiuse a standard rate of 12 cents per mile (18@0- this is one
area you need to monitor for changes HAS increased). You may deduct parking fees and tolls whethar yse
actual expenses or the standard mileage rate.

Example 1: You travel out of state to volunteerdarAWI event. You save your actual gas receiptslwamounted to
$48 (short trip). You can deduct the gas you sgendn out-of-pocket expense.

Example 2: You travel out of state to an AWI evienperform volunteer services. Your odometer req®@0 at the
start of the trip. When you returned it read 55,506u have traveled 1,000 miles at 12 cents a m#id 20 that you
may deduct as an out-of-pocket expense.

Note: When you use the standard mile rate, you mushaintain written evidence of your travel. | keep aog and a
spreadsheet of all expenses.

Example 3: While attending a living history eveontiyhad to pay $3 a day parking. You may deducttist of parking
if you use actual receipts or the standard mile.rat

Example 4: While going to Ward Pound Ridge, NY &ufprm in the reenactment, you had to pay $16.25. t6ou can
deduct the tolls as an out-of-pocket expense ifygriactual receipts or the standard mile ratep Klee receipts.

Example 5: You take the bus to go to a living higvent to perform some volunteer services. Yoy deduct the cost
of public transportation while performing charitatolunteer work.

Example 6: Your car breaks down while returningrfran AWI reenactment. It cost $250 to repair. Sihizis a
general repair, you canntatke this an out-of-pocket expense.

D. Travel

You may claim an out-of-pocket expense while periog volunteer services for travel expenses widle gre away
from home. Deductible travel expenses include:

1. Air, rail and bus transportation

2. Out-of-pocket expenses for your car as notedeabo

3. Taxi fares or other cost of transportation betwthe airport or station to your hotel

4. Lodging cost$¢YES — Hotel room costs ARE deductible!)

5. 80% of the cost of meals (this is another avesatch for changes). This includes travel meatsearent meals.

I When Deductible

To deduct your out-of-pocket expenses, you mustipay in cash or other property before the closgaf tax year. A
check that you mail to an organization is considefelivered on the date you mail it. If you chatige expense of your
bank credit card, it is deductible in the year yoake the charge.

IV Limitations
Out-of-pocket expenses you spend, as an indiviaduan performing volunteer services are
subject to limitation. The total is limited to 5@ngent of your adjusted gross income.

V How to Deduct

In order to deduct out-of-pocket volunteer expengsesmust be able to itemize or use a
Schedule A. Those of you who filed the “short foran’Form 1040-EZ are not eligible to
deduct those expenses.

VI Record Keeping

The importance of record keeping cannot be over-emphasized, as a

review of tax court cases will attest. If you have out-of-pocket expenses

when you donate your services, you must keep one of the following for I:R.S. - Thief in the day or night!
each contribution you make.



A. Cancelled check.

B. Receipts showing the nature of the companydéie of the expenditure, and the amount.

C. Other reliable written records that include délheve information. Records may be considered feli@lthey are
regularly kept or in the case of small donatioms) flave items such as buttons, tokens, or emblems.

VIII Miscellaneous
A. Unit Dues: These are only deductible if the origation is both a corporation and has been gramateéxempt status
by the IRS(Which We Have!! Yes, our DUES are tax deductible aare those of the BAR!)

B. Event Registration Fees:
These fees are deductible only if the sponsoriggmization is a qualifying organization as outlimedection | above.

Historical Note: As we will now have men of the 3¢Scots) Regiment of Foot Guards represented in our
company, we need to know some history. The followdnis lifted from the website of the 5§ Company:



The Scots Guards Regiment is one of the most storied and honored regiments in
the British Army. The origins of the Regiment began in the fall of 1641 when the
Irish rebelled against Scottish immigrants who settled the northern region of
Ireland, known as Ulster. To combat the Irish uprising, King Charles | (who was
then King of both Scotland and England) authorized the creation of 10 Scottish
regiments for service in Ireland. It is interesting to note that the English Parliament
was to pay the costs associated with raising and operating these 10 regiments.

On March 18, 1642 (March 28 by the modern-day calendar), a Commission was
issued to Archibald Campbell who was 1st Marquess of Argyll which authorized
him to raise a regiment consisting of 1,500 men. As Archibald had already raised a
Scaottish regiment in 1639 pursuant to a decree from the Privy Council in Scotland, he immediately transferred
that regiment to the Royal Service. The unit, known as "Argyle's Regiment", immediately embarked for
service in Ireland.

The year 1642 marked a tremendous year of upheaval in Great Britain. That year marked the beginning of
the contest between the forces of Parliament and the Royal forces for control of the country. Upon returning
from service in Ireland in 1645, the Regiment became embroiled in the strife that marked the period before
the death of Charles | in January of 1649. Thereafter, Charles Il was proclaimed King of Scotland. One of his
first acts was to designate "Argyle's Regiment" as his new "Lyfe Guard of Foot" He appointed Argyll's son,
Lord Lorne, to be Colonel. The renamed Regiment fought under Charles Il against the army commanded by
Oliver Cromwell. The Scottish forces, including the "Lyfe Guard" Regiment, suffered defeat at the battle of
Worcester. Following this defeat, Charles Il fled to France. The Regiment thus ceased to exist.

In May of 1660, Charles Il arrived at Dover, England, and was restored as King of England, Scotland and
Wales after an exile of nine years in France. Upon his return, he commissioned the raising of an infantry
battalion of guards in London. This battalion of foot guards was, in 1662, combined with a battalion of foot
guards that he had raised from other exiles in France in 1659 to form the 1% Regiment of Foot Guards, which
is now known as the Grenadier Guards. At the same time, Charles Il rewarded Colonel Monck's Regiment,
wh|ch marched from Coldstream, Scotland, to occupy London upon Charles' return, by making it the King's
2" Reg|ment of Foot Guards in January of 1661. This regiment is now the Coldstream Guards.

In 1660, Scotland and England were still, in theory, separate nations with the same monarch holding both
thrones. Charles immediately sought to remove English troops from Scotland. In order to do so, Charles
ordered the raising of a company of Scottish Guards to garrison Edinburgh Castle under the leadership of
John, 1% Earl of Middleton. This company began drawing pay on January |, 1661.

Shortly thereafter, another company of Guards was raised to garrison Dumbarton Castle
under the command of Charles, Duke of Lennox. On May 1, 1662, Charles Il signed a
warrant increasing the "Scottish Regiment of Foot Guards" from the two prior companies
to six. On September 13, 1662, five of the companies paraded in Edinburgh, and received
their colours three days later. In 1666, the Regiment's strength was increased to thirteen
companies, and in 1682, the Grenadier Company was formed.

In 1686, the Regiment was brought onto the establishment of the English army, and for
the first time, part of the Regiment came south and quartered with the 1* and Coldstream
Foot Guards at Hounslow Heath. The English referred to them as the "Scotch" or "Scots"
guards, while the other two Guards regiments nicknamed them "The Kiddies" because of
their seniority by dates of service.

In 1691, the Regiment, which now consisted of two battalions, fought in Europe with the
Duke of Marlborough in a number of actions. The first of many battle honours won by of
the Regiment was awarded for actions during the siege of Namur in 1695.

In 1707, the union between England and Scotland was completed. It was at this time that the Regiment
adopted as its badge, the Order of the Thistle. The Regiment also adopted blue coat facings. In 1712, Queen
Anne changed the name of the Regiment to "Third Regiment of Foot Guards" and authorized the designs for
the badges for each of the companies then in existence.
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The Regiment participated in the War of the Austrian Succession (1743-1748), and distinguished itself in
1743 at Dettingen where it received another battle honour. During the Seven Years War (1756-1763) [known
in America as the French and Indian War], the Regiment participated in numerous engagements on the
European continent.

During the War of American Independence (1775-1783), selected representatives from the Regiment were
brigaded with similar representatives from the other two Foot Guards regiments to form a "Brigade of Guards
to fight in America. The Brigade distinguished itself in actions in and around New York City, on the campaign
to capture Philadelphia, at the Battle of Monmouth Courthouse, and in the southern campaign with Lord
Cornwallis. In London, the remainder of the Regiment was called out to quell the Gordon Riots in 1780. Their
duty included guarding the Bank of England, which they continued to do until 1973.
