Junior Leader Development processThis is something that we've been discussing fonestime. We want to
start developing some of the younger members ofdngpany for leadership roles. SGP did some ofdhdhg the

drill session at Fort Ward by alternating and riaathe drill commands among several of the mempegsent. This
gives everyone a chance to exercise a “comman@*aitd to see who really KNOWS the drill well enbug give the
proper command in the proper sequence. We waottoalize the methodology by which we select mesetwe as
acting NCOs or officers and eventually to promote ieadership positions within the company. Sofrtbe criteria
discussed and agreed to among the cadre are ¢hiadikiidual(s) under consideration must:

a. Have passed all requirements for advancement to private, to include
possessing all required kit and demonstrating proficiency in the drill. It goes
without saying that proper MAINTENANCE of the kit, proper personal
appearance, etc goes hand-in-hand with this requirement. Slovenly Soldiers
don't get promoted!

b. Have a good attendance record. We'll have to discuss minimum
requirements for this. One suggestion for minimum participation is that an
individual have attended a minimum of three events in each of the preceding
two years and that he be willing to organize, host, and to some extent sponsor
work parties.

c. Must have demonstrated initiative in our activities. We prefer to have
someone who is doing "behind the scenes" work as well as at events.
Recruiting is a plus as is kit manufacture.

d. Needless to say, the individual(s) selected for advancement via “hard”
promotion must be willing to incur the significant expense associated with
higher rank. This includes, but is not limited to, better quality coat, dress uniform items, sash, appropriate
sword/hanger, and a lot of “office” stuff that is needed to administer the company in the field as well as in
quarters.

e. An individual seeking promotion MUST have reliable electronic communications — and be willing to
spend the necessary time to participate in the communication process among the cadre. Communication is
BOTH WAYS and for a person to aspire to hold rank, he must be willing to donate the time to do the job on
and off the field. He must have demonstrated initiative in this area before consideration.

f. “Acting” promotions are understood to be for ONE event, or part of an event, only. “Lance” rank will be
given to those who are under serious consideration for promotion. All must understand the need to maintain
their Private’s kit because we don’t want to show up at an event with all officers and NCOs and no Privates.

g. Other requirements will be added as we discuss just what we're looking for. We’ve got a good company.
To keep it good and make it better, we must maintain a strong chain-of-command and leadership structure.

"The Brigade of Guards was the largest unit in @ailhis' command with a battle strength totaling 48tlwas
composed of two battalions (1st & 2nd), a grenadienpany, and some light infantry. The First baitalvas
commanded by Lt. Col. Chapel Norton.
