Death of Col Stewart at Guilford Courthouse:
"In the heat & mist of the Battle at Guilford while the Americans
& British Troops were intermixed with a charge of Bayonets, Smith (of
the 13 MD) & his men were in the throng killing guards & Grenadiers like
so many Furies Col. Stewart seeing the mischief Smith was doing made up
to him through the crowd, dust and smoke unperceived & made a violent

lunge at him with his small Sword, the first that Smith saw was the shining

Art by Don Troiani in the possession of the National Park Metal like lightening at his bosom he only had time to lean alittle to the

right, & lift up hisleft Arm so asto let the polished steel pass under it
when the hilt struck his breast, it would have been through his Body but for the haste of the Col & happening to set his
foot on the arm of a Man Smith had just cut down, his unsteady Step, the violent lunge & missing his aim brought him
with one knee upon the dead man, the Guards came rushing up very throng [sic], Smith had no alternative but to wheel
round to the right & give Stewart a back handed Blow over or across the head on which he fell; his orderly sergeant
attacked Smith, but Smith® Sergeant dispatched him; a 2d attacked him Smith hewed him down, a 3rd behind him threw
down a cartridge & shot him in the back of the head, Smith now fell among the slain but was taken up by his men & brot
[sic] off, it was found to be only a Buck Shot lodged against the Skull & had only stunned him. Upon these facts being
stated & proved to the British they liberated Captain S. from Gaol & soon afterwards on their leaving Camden, they | eft
him, & left in his care several of their officers who had been wounded in the late action with Genl. Greene.

October 21 - 23 King's Mountain, NC — (225 The NPSwill host a commemorative event at the battlefield park
close to the original date of the battle and we encourage all of you to support their event. Historic Brattonsville will host
a small-scale reenactment of the battle several weeks later on October 22, 2005. Kings Mountain is only about 45
minutes away and is partially in Y ork County, South Carolina. Because Brattonsville is close by the original site, has
the appropriate landscape, and the experience to host such an event, they decided to present this exciting program.

This reenactment will be a successful event for a number of reasons: 1) it attempts to accurately recreate a battle that to
our knowledge has never been reenacted close to its original location and on alandscape that is very similar to that of
portions of the original site; 2) our events are well managed and organized by a combination of staff, volunteers and
reenactors; 4) we will impose standards of historical accuracy and behavior; and 5) the number of reenactorsinvited will
be limited to 100 on each side to insure that the experience is good and the space used is not overly crowded.

Feb Catawba Crossing, near Charlotte NC — (GUARDS — 225™) Thiswas at the beginning of the Race to the
Dan. Probably to be held at Rural Hill Farm near Charlotte. Thiswasthe FIRST significant action by the
Guardsin the Southern Campaigns. The “Catawba Crossing” was opposed by NC Militia under the Rebel
General Davidson. A Loyalist Scout assigned to the Guards, Frederick Huger, is credited with shooting Gener al
Davidson. The Guards had to forcea crossing at a deep ford under heavy fire. Most of Lord Cornwallis Army
was held up due to a cannon overturning on aroad, blocking the following units of Webster’s Brigade, so the
Guards had to make the assault on their own.

American POWs— Escapefor fun and profit! L ee Bienkowski of the Royal Navy St.

Augustine contingent provided the following interesting tidbit of research: “The Admiralty Sick
and Hurt Board was not only responsible for providing medicines for naval vessels and care afloat and ashore for His
M aj esty® seamen, it was also responsible for prisoners of war. During the latter part of AWI, POWSs virtualy
monopolized the Sick and Hurt Board® correspondence. While reading some of this correspondence | started to
notice that American prisoners were escaping in vast numbers from Forton Prison in England - the only prison where
there appeared to have been large numbers of escapes.

Even more interesting was the fact that some of these men were escaping, getting recaptured, and then escaping again.
One fellow escaped and was recaptured a grand total of 16 times. The Board found all this suspicious but couldn®put a
finger on what was happening for awhile, but at last it came to the conclusion that the prisoners and the local inhabitants
had met in the pubs that surrounded the prison and had come up with a scheme for making money from the
Government. There was a 5-pound reward for the capture of an escaped prisoner - a pretty substantial sum of money.
Apparently what was happening at Forton was that the locals were hel ping the prisoners to escape and then would
"recapture” them, collect the reward, which was shared with the prisoner. The Board proposed reducing the reward to
10 schillings to put an end to thislittle scheme, but before that could be enacted, all the Americans were sent home. "As
the American Prisoners and particularly those at Forton continue to Escape in great Numbers and are so retaken asto
leave it a matter of no doubt that it was done by collusion, and that they share the Reward; which being 5 pounds for
each Prisoner is attended with an enormous Expense. .. ." Sick and Hurt Board, April 12, 1782

few of them.®But Sir, if God was to make the world today, it would be crooked again tomorrow. But the time will come
when we shall all be rich enough. To be sure, salvation is promised to those who die in the field.@ have great pleasurein
conversing with the lower part of mankind, who have very curiousideas." Boswell, James. "Boswell®London Journal,
1762 - 1763..."

NOTE: The Battle of Dettingen was the last time that an English Monarch actually led troopsin the field.
