Goodwife Jane Manzano was also present gracing the 
undeserving swine with her radiance and gentle nature.  Ed 
Niven visited the 4th Company outfitted as a loyalist.  Ed is 
trying out life in the field with 4th Company to help him decide 
to take the shilling.  Four th Company was the largest Br itish 
unit contingent represented.  Other units represented were the 
64th, 76th and 84th and two guns of the RA.  Some Hessian 
solders of various description were occasionally present.  A 
training break was taken after the battle on Saturday and the 
King©s Health was drunk.  Later in the day, as the shadows grew 
longer, 4th Coy returned to drill and conducted quite a long drill 
session.  Two earnest Highlanders from the 76th joined us at 
drill and did acquit themselves quite well.  The 76th aspires to a 

high standard of military appearance and competency. Goodwife 
Jane heard it said by other regiments that the Guards dedication 
to high standards of drill reflected great credit upon the Guards. 
Just before evening meal, Recruits Berger  and Manzano 
were examined by the NCO's in their  dr ill proficiency and Guards history.  They were ultimately passed as 
proficient.  They both need proper Cartridge pouches and can then be advanced to full Privates of the King©s Guard.  At 
about 6:00 p.m. the company stood down from drill and joined the mess line for fried chicken, baked beans, potato salad 
cupcakes and beer or soda.  This food was provided by the sponsors of the event.  After the evening meal, faced with the 
bleak prospect of a night under canvas in 40 degree temperatures, Sjt Sahlin and Cpl Vanderbeek decided to throw a 

fireside cocktail party to which the social elite 4th Company was invited.

The next morning saw a 
beautiful sunrise and a gradually warming day.  Sjt Sahlin and Ed Niven 
went through the  ammunition-making procedure in preparation for battle.  

Cpl Vanderbeek and Drummer Cole went to Divine Service.  Others eased their way into the new day at a somewhat 
slower pace.

The majority of re-
enactors present,  4th Company included, were uninterested in having a ceremony that would delay a timely departure 
for the lengthy journey home and where no current representative of the Crown had been coordinated to be present. 
 
From a comrade in the 76th Reg’ t of Foot: “ I©ll leave it to others more accomplished and experienced to do an AAR, 
but would like to take this opportunity to thank the 64th, the Guards, the 84th, and the other Crown forces for being so 
helpful and supportive of the 76th in it©s first appearance on the field of battle (even though only two of us could attend). 
And special thanks to Ted Sahlin of the Guards for  putting us through the paces just pr ior  to Battersea and 
letting us dr ill with the Guards at the event. Again, warmest thanks to all. We are most very appreciative.”

July 9, 10 – The Annual Commemorations at Brattonsville (a recreated SC town near  Rock Hill, SC. Used as a 
set in “ The Patr iot” )(BARS). 225th Anniversary commemorative Reenactments of the Battles of Huck’s Defeat, 
Stallions Plantation, Rocky Mount and Hanging Rock. NOTE: They NEED Br itish Regulars, especially for the 
Hanging Rock scenario! This is to represent the Prince of Wales American Volunteers, who were a Loyalist unit in red 
coats with blue facings – heavily engaged in this action. Guys, this is in support of one of our own in the Southern 
Department, Chuck LeCount of the NC Volunteers. He knows how to throw a good show. This is reputed to be among 
the most FUN events in the South! The site is incredibly reenactor – friendly and the historic buildings make it a really 
great place to do battle.

From the Director  of the site (extract of longer  post): It will be at Historic Camden. Saturday -- 2 battles. AM battle 
will be night skirmish. Afternoon battle will be dawn battle (both will be held across the street). Sunday will be a living 
history day only depicting Camden as a garrison with hangings, punishments, Masonic funeral of de Kalb, etc. � � �
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 � +, . All highlanders will portray the 71st and no kilts/bagpipes allowed on the battle field. Regulars 

will portray the 33rd and 23rd. The website -- www.historic-camden.net is under development now. Patrick 
O’Kelley, author of Nothing but Blood and Slaughter, a collection of information about, literally, EVERY action that 
took place in the Carolinas during the war, adds:  “This is one that needs to be emphasized.  The battleground was 
recently purchased, and it is being restored back to the original condition.  The only modern intrusion in the site is the 
road running through it.  Other than that there are no light poles, no houses, nothing.  The original Great Wagon Road is 
still there, beside the main road.  They are going to allow the reenactors to do the Battle of Camden, at the same time as 
the original battle, and at the same location.  This is definitely a one time event, because once it becomes a National Park 
or some such, they will most likely not allow any battles.”  
 
Sep, 17, 18 – Br itish Occupation of Old Salem  (BARS – GUARDS) We need to suppor t this event! 
All BAR members are invited to attend the Fifth Annual Occupation of Salem, Nor th Carolina.  This year ’s event 
will focus on the br ief Br itish occupation of Salem in February 1781 pr ior  to the battle of Guilford Cour t House. 
 If you have not visited Old Salem, it is one of the country©s premiere restored communities with dozens of original and 
reconstructed 18th and 19th century buildings.  If you were unable to attend the last British occupation event in 2003, 
please consider coming this year.  You won©t be disappointed.  
 
If don©t attend this great event you©ll miss the fabulous meals cooked by Old Salem staff, the "famous" Saturday evening 
Jollification, the Sunday morning game of rounders, dining at the Salem Tavern, shopping at Old Salem©s stores, first-
person scenarios, free admission to Old Salem exhibit buildings, hundreds of interested visitors, and hours of exciting 
guard duty relieved by battalion drill!  As usual Old Salem will likely operate the Miksch house sutlery where the family 
was known to have sold items to soldiers such as food, candles, pipes, and tobacco.   
 
Scenar io: 
A force of British regulars accompanied by a detachment of Loyalist militia, camp followers, refugees and American 
prisoners of war occupy the Moravian community of Salem.  The town will be under military rule during public hours.  
The date is February 1781. Tension between the Moravians and soldiers were high.  Although the local Whigs 
frequently considered the pacifist Moravians Tories, the Moravians did not openly welcome the King’s troops.  As Earl 
Cornwallis’s army passed through town soldiers and camp followers stole personal property.  As soldiers, participants 
may want to carry items they may wish to interpret as stolen or requisitioned goods.  Extra clothing, sheets, blankets, etc. 
may be interpreted as “ found”  items.  This is a great event to present first-person characters in and around camp and on 
the streets.  This event presents great opportunities for many Brigade units that recreate units that actually passed 
through Salem in 1781 including, among others, the 23rd Regiment of Foot, 33rd Regiment of Foot, Brigade of Guards, 
Regiment von Bose, Jaegers and North Carolina Loyalists. 
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Ar r ival, registration, loading and unloading, camp locations and depar tures. 
The camp will be located in the Salem tavern barn pasture.  Registration will be located near the Salem tavern; please 
sign in upon arrival.  All those camping in tents or under the stars will be located in this spacious pasture.  A refugee 
camp will be set up adjacent to the tavern and all enlisted Whig prisoners will be "barracked" in the barn during the day. 
 Crown officers may be housed in the tavern (during the day as well).   
 
Friday evening arrivals are encouraged and the pasture will be available for set up after 4:30.  Vehicles may enter the 
pasture via Main Street or unload from the street or the parking lot behind the tavern.  Camps must be fully set up by 
9:30 Saturday morning and all vehicles out of sight.  Departures on Sunday morning will be allowed; otherwise you must 
wait to bring vehicles into camp until after 4:00 PM. 
 
If you are not staying in camp there are a host of local motels, hotels and B & B©s in the area.  If you wish to "camp" in a 
RV, you may park your vehicle in the lot behind the tavern. Old Salem has approved this use of the lot and if any one 
other than a Winston-Salem police officer tells you otherwise--simply ignore them.  
 
Jay Callaham of the 4th Company of the Br igade of Guards will be the Crown forces commander  for the weekend. 
Scott Douglas, 33rd Regiment and an Old Salem employee, will be our staff liaison.  Charles LeCount of the North 
Carolina Volunteers will serve as Event Coordinator.    
 
Everyone is welcome! 
Southern hospitality is no joke.  Even if your unit has chosen not to participate, all BAR members are welcome to attend 
this event.  We encourage individuals to attend the event and actively participate in the many scenarios and then take an 
opportunity to see the many great historic buildings and or shop.  Individual people can really make an impact at this 
event! Salem has an excellent recreated tavern that serves lunch and dinner and MESDA (the Museum of Early Southern 
Decorative Arts) has an outstanding collection of period items.  You will also get an opportunity to visit Old Salem©s 
newest exhibit building--the Vogler Gunshop.    
 
If you are a Garrison Regiment member or member of a unit that is not attending, please let us know whether or not you 
will be attending so that we may be able to plan better for our activities.

The Old Salem historic district is a residential neighborhood.  Real people live in many of these houses and therefore 
their rights of privacy, personal property, and quiet should be respected.  Noise should be kept to a minimum past 10:00 
PM each evening.  Do not sleep on porches or yards except where so designated.  In case of foul weather, the porch of 
the Salem tavern and possibly the barn may be used. 
 
Oppor tunities: 
 
1. If you are a member of the Congressional (Whig, Patriot, American, Rebel) forces you (officers and enlisted men) will 
be quartered in the Salem tavern barn during the day.  Officers may be in the tavern.  If paroled Congressional soldiers 
may roam the town at will and will not be molested (much).  Prisoners as well as suspected Whigs will be quartered in 
the barn and will have an “audience”  with the public Saturday afternoon.  Prisoners should expect to be assigned to light 
work details.  American soldiers may participate in the battalion drill as Loyalist militia–if you are interested please 
bring a piece of red wool to attach to your hat and any British Army issue cartridge box or pouch. 
 
2. Lots of men and women (in civilian dress) are needed for a “crowds”  at the various scenarios.  If your unit is not 
participating in this event but you wish to see Old Salem, here is your opportunity!  We encourage you to participate as 
civilians, recruits, or Tories. We will distribute appropriate dialog to those who are interested in taking an active role.   
 
3. Laundry and sutlers.  Members interested in setting up a military laundry and sutler operations are encouraged to 
attend.

October  21 - 23 K ing’s Mountain, NC – (225th) The NPS will host a commemorative event at the battlefield park 
close to the original date of the battle and we encourage all of you to support their event.  Historic Brattonsville will host 
a small-scale reenactment of the battle several weeks later on October 22, 2005.  Kings Mountain is only about 45 
minutes away and is partially in York County, South Carolina.  Because Brattonsville is close by the original site, has 
the appropriate landscape, and the experience to host such an event, they decided to present this exciting program. 
 
This reenactment will be a successful event for a number of reasons: 1) it attempts to accurately recreate a battle that to 
our knowledge has never been reenacted close to its original location and on a landscape that is very similar to that of 
portions of the original site; 2) our events are well managed and organized by a combination of staff, volunteers and 
reenactors; 4) we will impose standards of historical accuracy and behavior; and 5) the number of reenactors invited will 
be limited to 100 on each side to insure that the experience is good and the space used is not overly crowded.  
 
***Troops: We have been invited to por tray one of the units of uniformed Loyalists who were 

at this battle. This is a singular  honor  due to the limited number of par ticipants invited.***  
 
Nov. 5, 6 – 35th Annual Camden Field Days at Histor ic Camden. The usual par ty event with the wor ld famous 
Guy Fawkes Day celebrations and interesting scenar ios that we just don’ t get to do at other  events. 
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2006 – Planning the Campaigns of 1781! 
 
Feb Catawba Crossing, near  Char lotte NC – (GUARDS – 225th) This was at the beginning of the Race to the 
Dan. Probably to be held at Rural Hill Farm near  Char lotte. This was the FIRST significant action by the 
Guards in the Southern Campaigns.  The “ Catawba Crossing”  was opposed by NC M ilitia under  the Rebel 
General Davidson. A Loyalist Scout assigned to the Guards, Freder ick Huger , is credited with shooting General 
Davidson. The Guards had to force a crossing at a deep ford under  heavy fire. Most of Lord Cornwallis Army 
was held up due to a cannon over turning on a road, blocking the following units of Webster ’s Br igade, so the 
Guards had to make the assault on their  own. 
 
March 18, 19 – BIG event planned for  Guilford Cour thouse, 225th (GUARDS) 
Apr il 22 – 23 225th of Petersburg! BIG PLANS IN THE WORKS! 
June UTR – 225th (GUARDS) 
July  15, 16 - Battle of Green Spr ing 225th  (BARS) (GUARDS – last “ field battle”  of the WAR!) 
 
"Marched about 5 o©clock A.M. for Jamestown, where the enemy at this time lay in force. When the army had advanced 
within five miles of this town, the First Pennsylvania Battalion was detached, with a number of riflemen, to Green 
Springs, which brought on a scattering fire that continued for three hours, when a body of light infantry came with the 
other two battalions of Pennsylvania troops. The line was displayed, and we advanced; by this time the enemy was 
meeting us, when a general action ensued. At the distance of one hundred yards, we charged on their main body, under 
heavy and incessant fire of grape and canister shot; at this instant we opened our musketry. Their right flanking our left, 
a retreat was found necessary; with the loss of two pieces of artillery, we retired to the church, where we lay this night." 
 
On July 6, 1781, British General Lord Cornwallis laid a trap for a detachment of American troops under Generals 
Lafayette and Wayne in an area south of Williamsburg near the northwest tip of James Island. By the end of the day, 
Lafayette©s force of Pennsylvanian Continentals, light infantry, and Virginia militia were almost snared in Lord 
Cornwallis© trap, but through the quick thinking of "Mad Anthony" Wayne, left the field beaten, but alive to fight again. 
These events would lead to Cornwallis seeking a base of operations in Yorktown, where a few months later, he would 
eventually surrender to an allied force of French and American troops, setting in motion the beginning of the end of the 
American Revolution. 
 
As part of the 225th anniversary of the Virginia Campaign and the last open field battle of the campaign prior to the 
siege of Yorktown, the Brigade of the American Revolution©s Southern Department will be will participate in a 
commemoration of this important battle with encampments and battle demonstrations at the Williamsburg Winery July 
15-16, 2006. The site has 340 acres of available land and lies roughly two miles south of Williamsburg and two miles 
east of the actual battlefield and matches the terrain. The 2d Virginia Regiment is serving as sponsoring unit, with Todd 
Post (2d Virginia Regiment) and Dave Snyder (64th Regiment of Foot, Major©s Company) serving as Continental and 
Crown Forces coordinators respectively.

Histor ical Note:  From: "Medicine and the American Revolution": 
 
"There are two paramedical groups that should be mentioned; the nurses and the pharmacists. As described earlier, the 
nurses in British hospitals were "servants" and often the wives of soldiers. They laundered, emptied slop pails, scrubbed 
the floors, provided cooked meals, and washed dishes. In the American army, they fared little better. Major General 
Schuyler, on July 13, 1776, requested one woman from each company of the Pennsylvania regiments to be sent to the 
general hospital at Fort George to receive the customary provisions from the medical director of the Northern 
Department, Dr. Stringer. Their ability and training were of no consequence. Some women worked as private 
contractors. Esther Burke is mentioned in a record of the Committee of Safety of New York on November 29, 1776. She 
was paid five pounds ten shillings for ten weeks of nursing care. 



 

 
 

Sarah Burke was a nurse in a military hospital between 1777 and 1779. In 1776 Dr. Shippen offered to raise the nurses© 
salaries from three shillings nine pence to ten shillings to induce them to work in the general hospital at Perth Amboy. In 
the reorganization of the medical department in April 1777, nurses© salaries were raised from two dollars to eight dollars 
per month. In 1778 Washington suggested that women should be enlisted at the same salary as soldiers to replace men in 
noncombatant roles and thus to free more men for active service. One hundred and sixty years later, during World War 
II, that suggestion was put into practice."

“Been overindulging at Natty Greene’s again, have ye!”  
 

According to research by Dr. Gregory Urwin of Temple University, who kindly shared this image, the artist, 
Henry William Bunbury (1750 - 1811), was the younger son of the Reverend Sir William Bunbury, 5th Baronet, 
of Mildenhall, Suffolk.  He attended Cambridge University.  Either before or after his graduation, he began 
drawing caricatures and comic sketches.  The first of these were published in 1771, and Bunbury soon 
earned the nickname, the “gentleman draughtsman.”  Bunbury’s fame grew until he joined the ranks of 
Britain’s greatest satirical artists.  He befriended Thomas Rowlandson, who ended up engraving many of 
Bunbury’s works.  In 1771, Bunbury married Katharine Hornbeck, who became a favorite of the Duchess of 
York.  

 
The above scene dates sometime from the late 1770s or early 1780s.  It depicts a fat little field officer (note 
the spurs on his boots) accosting a drunken private who has just exited a tavern near his regimental camp 
(see the tents in the background).  Behind the officer stands a sergeant of grenadiers holding a pike or 
halberd at the advance.
