AARs: April 1, 2 Gunston Hall – Northern VA – We had too many conflicts to make a good showing, so did not 
attend. From all accounts, it was a small event, but a good one with some neat woods action. 
 
April 22 – 23 225th of Petersburg! Sadly, the Weather Gods frowned and we had threat of another rainy 225th. The 
company saw it coming and notified the hosts that we’d not be there in force. HOWEVER, one stalwart Guardsman, 
Lonnie Wetherington, did make it and filed this AAR: 
 “Lads and Lassies, I went to the Petersburg event both Saturday and Sunday. The distance is about 50 miles 
from my house and it takes just about 50 minutes to get there traveling the expressways and interstate. I left my house in 
Powhatan County in the pouring rain with the idea of going there to see what I could see. When I arrived at Battersea 
Plantation in Petersburg the rain had slackened to a light drizzle. I was pleasantly surprized at the turnout. The officer of 
the 64th informed me that a decision would be made about 1 PM as to what would transpire; the "Mourn" ceremony 
having been already cancelled since there were too many participants to have it indoors in the manor house. There were 
quite a few comely young wenches in the British camp.  
 Whether or not they were there to participate in the "Miss Nude Petersburg 225th" contest to be held later that 
Saturday evening I have no way of knowing since I never thought to ask. I'm sure that if any of our wenches were there, 
it would have been no contest. The battle was a go since the rain had let up and the ground was relatively dry. The 
scenario was that the Brits would defend their camp while the Yankees would try and capture the cannons. The original 
plan was that they would get one and turn it on us, but they never got close. I guess that they got wet feet to powder or 
something. It was a lively battle and I took a hit along with several other Brits, but the Yankees took heavy casualties 
and were pushed off the field. The units participating were a company of 42nd Grenadiers, a light company of The 
Queens Rangers, a company of Jaegers, a company of the 33rd, a company of Maryland Loyalists, a mixed company of 
64th, 76th, and one lone Guardsman (yours truly), and two Royal Artillery 4 pounders plus crew. The Yankees had a 
company of the 2nd NC, a company of the 7th Va, and a militia company. Patrick O'Kelley was there with his books and 
would autograph them if asked (and purchased). Within 20 minutes of the conclusion of the battle a dark cloud appeared 
on the horizon to the west and I hastened to the car to remove my gear. I no sooner got in the car when a tremendous 
thunderstorm cut loose. I drove all the way home in the rain thus missing the beauty contest and the free eats and beer 
later that evening. The next day with about the same number of troops minus the 33rd and a beautiful dry day, the battle 
scenario was reversed with the Yankees holding the camp and the Brits trying to drive them off. It was a hot little fight 
and lasted longer than the previous day's engagement. Fortunately the 2 cannons gave us the edge even though there 
were two attempts by the Yankees to flank us. Our lads foiled both attempts thanks to the alertness of our officers. I 
stayed around to visit and helped to pack up. Most were on the road by 4 PM with dry canvas.   
 It's a good event, lads, at a historic Rev War site with plenty of shade and space for drilling. I recommend this 
event for all of us each year.   
 I hope that Mr Boozel takes the shilling. Fifer Cole needs to be accompanied. Speaking of musicians, I found 
out that George Carroll, a former music director of CW, is now in Leesburg, Va and has formed up a fife and drum 
company. He would be a good source for leads for fifer and drummer recruits. Most participants at Petersburg said that 
they would be attending the Conn. event and Green Spring and definitely Yorktown.”   N.S. Lonnie

Guys, Doyle Sapp, 2d VA,  has put a lot of work into getting this program together for the benefit of all of us. 
We’ve got a LOT on our plate in June and July, but this is not a terribly long distance for most of us and we need 
to support it as heavily as possible – even if only for one day -  with our attendance and with volunteerism. 
 
June 23 - 25  UTR – 225th (GUARDS) I’d like for us to really pull 
out the stops for UTR. Lt. Sheffer is in charge or coordinating our 
participation. They have re-shuffled the schedule a little bit and made 
some changes. For now, here is a heads up on some of the principal 
changes that came out of Saturday (Mar 25) meeting: 
 
 1) The schedule is adjusted to work with CW's new 
"Revolutionary City" programming. CW has hired a number of 
additional interpreters, who do scripted scenarios on a closed off 
section of Duke of Gloucester Street. DoG St. between the Capitol and 
Botetourt Street is only open to ticketed visitors from 2:45 through 
4:45 each afternoon. The Patrol of the Guard will be tasked with 
maintaining a Barricade at DoG St. and Botetourt St. during this time.

 2) The program is scheduled for THREE DAYS ONLY . Friday, 23 June through Sunday 25 June. 
Based on the returns, we anticipated a 60 - 80% drop in troops for Monday and Tuesday. We didn't want to try to pull 
off two more full days of programming on a skeleton crew of Redcoats. CW would rather we put the effort into three 
days of quality programming. 
 3) Unlike past years where Friday was encouraged but optional, this year Friday is an official day of the event.  
At Noon there will be a patrol of Dragoons and Light Infantry as advance troops to secure the town.  At 2:45, as the 
opening event of Friday's special UTR edition of the Revolutionary City, we have a strong party of troops take the 
Grand Union flag from the Capitol and replace it with the British flag. At 3:45 we want the entire army to March In from 
the Capitol, blow right through Revolutionary City, and move to Market Square. We want a large body of troops to 
march in at this time, so even if you don't plan to set up your tents until after Market  Square is open to vehicles at 6:00 
we need every UTR unit to be there in Friday, ready to March In at 3:45. As the closing event of Revolutionary City, at 
4:45 Redcoats will sweep down DoG St. from East to West, herding the townspeople and visitors to Market Square for 
the Proclamation of Martial Law. 
 4) Saturday will be similar to previous years. Some activities will be moved to the Revolutionary City. 
 5) I have confirmed that we will not hold any prisoners in the Guard House. The interior of the Guard House is 
for guards only. Prisoners and detainees will be held under guard in the yard in front of the Guard House. 
 7) Large army-wide Church parade on Sunday morning, which includes bringing all the Colours from where 
they are lodged at the Capitol down DoG St. to Market Square, where we will build an altar of Drums and Colours. 
 8) Sunday, there will be NO RIOT and no Tug of War! We are giving it a rest this year. 
 9) We will do a full Army March Out on Sunday. 
 

These dates give us a couple or three weeks to cool down and polish up before: 
 

July 15, 16 - Battle of Green Spring 225th  (BARS) (GUARDS – last big “field battle” of the WAR!)We’ve had 
enough interest that I have registered the company for this one. Will be GOOD!! The battle site is the Williamsburg 
Winery – just a few miles outside of the historic area near Jamestown. Same organizers as for Charleston, so you know 
to bring plenty of powder for it! NOTE: It WILL be hot – in action and in Fahrenheit! They will be charging admission 
with part of the proceeds going to battlefield preservation. This event is going to raise funds for purchasing 198-acres of 
battlefield that is currently in private hands.  They are working with the Trust for Public Land, James City County, and 
other agencies to make sure this land becomes a park rather than developments.  They even had Don Troiani donate one 
of his prints to raffle off for fundraising! For more info: http://www.battleofgreenspring.org/ 
 
Aug (??) – Garrison / Training / Fellowship weekend at Fort Frederick, MD. There are too many conflicts and 
too little interest to do this one.  DROP from consideration for now. Maybe in the future. 
 
Sep 2, 3 (Labour Day weekend) – Eutaw Springs, SC. One of the bloodiest battles of the war. 
 
Sep 8, 9 Fanning’s Raid on Hillsborough (225th BARS). Details were in the November and December “Gazettes” 
 
October 7, 8 – BRITISH ONLY event at Magnolia Plantation (where we fought the main fights for the Battles of 
Charleston). More to come. 
 
October 18 – 22 YORKTOWN 225th (GUARDS) The web page for the 225th of the Siege of Yorktown is up 
at www.siegeofyorktown.org .  Currently, there is basic event information such as dates and general highlights.  In 
the coming months, a full schedule of events, registration information, etc. will be posted. Remember - - ENDVIEW IS 
PROVIDING AMMUNITION! Bring NO powder! We’ll be camp ing on National Park Service grounds in 
Yorktown (in the town proper – Doodles in the outer works) so we cannot have our own powder on the park. 
We’ll use theirs (which, I have been assured, will NOT be those horrid abortions that they issued during the 
bicentennial event in ’81). 
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Here’s an addition to the Yorktown event, for those who are into period dance:  
 

YORKTOWN VICTORY BALL 225th Anniversary October 2006  
 

The 2006 Yorktown Victory Ball is being sponsored by the Williamsburg Heritage Dancers at the Community Center on 
North Boundary Street, Williamsburg (only 12 miles away from Yorktown, where there is no suitable dance hall), on 
Saturday 21 October 2006 from 7PM to 11PM. The dances reflect those that may have been included in a similar Ball 
in 1781. The music will be played by Virginia Early Musick, and a CD of the music is expected to be available in 
advance. 
 
Tickets will be sold only in advance at $25 per person payable to Williamsburg Heritage Dancers, 710 South Henry 
Street, Williamsburg, Virginia, 23185-4113. Non-alcoholic punch and light snacks will be served. All attendees will be 
expected to wear 18th-century attire, whether civilian or military (but definitely NOT British military! ). Other info is 
available. You’ll need to bring civilian or Rebel clothing for that one. 
 
Nov 4, 5 Camden Field Days – back to the normal time and date. Daily battles, Guy Fawkes extravaganza, tavern 
frolic, jollification, etc., will gently ease you back into the old routines. The usual amenities (wood, bedding straw) will 
inspire cozy evenings around the campfire guaranteed to encourage heated debates a/o swapping of tales pertaining to 
arduous campaign trails you have left. Folks, this one is ALWAYS fun! Yeah – okay – so the Guards weren’t there. 
WE can still have a good time. 
 
Dec 2, 3 British Night Watch, St. Augustine Florida – This is always a good party event to end the season. It’s been 
many years since our company was represented there. Yes – a long trip for all of us, especially the Northern VA platoon, 
but if you plan some vacation time, it’s a worthwhile one. St. Augustine is a neat town with a LOT of history and is 
worth a trip – not a bad place to be in the winter-time. They are building towards a 225th styled event in 2007, 
commemorating the influx of troops from the Carolinas in 1782. There are some rumblings about a 225th of the Siege of 
Pensacola as well – but it’s getting a bit late to plan anything serious. 
 

2007 Events in the Planning Stages: 
 

March 17 - 18,  2007: Guilford Courthouse Annual Commemoration Same time; same place; same scenario (maybe 
a few interesting extras – stay tuned!). 
 
May 19, 20 Scotchtown (Home of Patrick Henry, just north of Richmond off of I-95 near King’s Dominion). 
BARS – mark your calendars. This is a really neat site – we did a couple of events there several years ago. I remember 
the look on the face of one of the docents when I walked through the house, saying nothing, and at the end of the tour, 
looked to my Serjeant and simply said: “Burn it!” I thought she was going to have a litter of kittens. This is a good 
location for most of us and is easy to get to. Let’s try to make it. 
 
June 9 and 10, 2007: Bordentown, New Jersey - Probably a British Brigade and Continental Line biggie for the ’07 
season. The last time that they held an event there, it was the stuff of legends. Mark your calendars! 

 
August 25 – 26, 230th Anniversary of the 
Battle of Cooch’s Bridge (BAR) 
 (The only AWI battle fought in Delaware). 
Brandywine State Park near Wilmington 
DE – not far from most of the NoVa 
platoon! The BAR National Board voted to 
make it part of the Main Department 
schedule for 2007.  See 
www.battleofcoochsbridge.org for details.  
Though in the Main Department, it is only 
about 100 miles from the borders of the 
Southern Department and Southern troops 
participated in it (Virginia and North 
Carolina Continentals). 



 

 
 
Sep 8, 9 Rock Ford Plantation – Lots of talk – little detail thus far. 
 
October 5 – 7, 2007 – RETURN TO TRYON PALACE for their “Home School Days” More to 
come – we’ve got a year and a half to plan for it. Mark your 2007 calendars now! (Note: This is also the 
proposed date of a big event at Saratoga. We’ll need to make up our minds early!) 
 
2008 – Whitpain – the “dry” sequel! More to come. 

 
“Good enough – ISN’T!” “Good is the biggest enemy of GREAT!” 

 
 
Equipment Note: Trousers. Your cadre has been having a number of discussions regarding our trousers. The linen 
from which they are made is not satisfactory. It shrinks and then stretches and bags, fades out, and wears out way too 
fast to be suitable. We still have a fair amount of it on hand, but generally are not too happy with it. 
 
HISTORY: The first mention of “trowsers” is an order for each man to be issued two pairs for the voyage over 
from England in 1776 – so the Guards had them from the get-go. No mention is made of fabric or color until later. 
There is this cryptic mention of having them dyed: “ Account Book Entry  4 June 1777, "paid for Trowsers Dying at 
Brunswick  1L, 2 S, 9 D”  (Receipt)    We do not, however, know WHAT colour they were dyed at that time. 
 
The first mention of fabric is: Regimental Orders  3 July 1777, "The Commanding Officer of the First Battn. Orders 
the Capts. of Compies. will Immedicately Provide as Much Drill or duck as will make Each Man a Pare of Trowsers.  
He also recommends to the Captains to Provide as Much Flanell as will make Each Man a pair of Drawers." (1st Guards 
Orderly Book) “Drill” and “duck” are types of canvas – usually li nen or hemp canvas. 
 
The first inkling of style is in: Regimental Orders  26 May 1778, "The Commanding Officer Desires the Mens 
Regimental Breeches & Gaiters may be all sent on  board the Baggage Ship as Soon as the Trowsers are Compleated, 
All the Women that have Children as also those that are not Servicable to the Battalions to be sent on board the Baggage 
Ship Immediately,"  (Guards Orderly Book) This pretty well indicates that the trowsers were of the “gaitered” 
variety since the gaiters are clearly not to be worn with them. 
 
Then: November 1778   From Wrottesley Company Account Book, Men were charged for the making of woolen 
trousers.  (NARS Accts.)  In December, 47 men were charged for stockings. Wool trousers certainly make sense for 
winter wear in the northern climes! 
 
Then: Brigade Orders  15 December 1780, "The Hats of the Brigde. to be imdy. Dd. & fitted, the 1st Battn. to be 
providd. with Brown Trowsers, in order that the Brigade may be Uniform in this as well as the other part of their dress.  
The Necessaries of the Brigde. are to be Imdy. Comptd. to 2 Good pr. Shoes, 2 Shts. & 2 pr. Worsted Stockgs. per 
Man."  
". . . every Man provided with a Canteen, & Tomahawk. . . ." 
"The drumrs. are to Carry a good Ax Each & provide themselves with Slings for the Same.  All the Old Coats Blankets 
&c. to be thrown away, except such as the Comdg. Offrs. may direct to be Stored." 
"The Taylors & Women of the whole Brigade to be Employ'd in Compleating the 1st Battn. in Trowsers; . . ."   (Guards 
Orderly Book) This is the basis for our “brown” trowsers. 
 
All of this detail comes from a mass of information that Ms. Linnea Bass provided to us several years ago when 
we first formed the company. It comes from a huge compilation of primary source material that she and the late 
Bill Burke researched over many years. 
 
So, we find Drill, duck, and wool; with the gaiters going back into storage (there’s another issue where trowsers 
and gaiters are issued at the same time – the basis for the mannequin at the Guilford Courthouse National Park - 
- even though there is absolutely ZERO, ZIP, NADA contemporary illustration of any British infantry we aring 
“stovepipe” trousers during our era). We find that some were “dyed” but don’t know any color until a couple of 
years later when “brown” is specified – but “how brown” was brown?? 

As you can see, there’s a lot of room for interpretation. 
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We are now considering going to a hemp canvas fabric. If possible, we’d like to be able to dye it to a brown 
similar to what we’re now wearing so that it will allow a “wear out” period for the old linen ones as we introduce 
the new ones and also because the brown trousers have become a bit of a trademark for our company. We’ll keep 
you posted as this matter is considered and decisions are made. 
 
Historical Note: Suspenders are correct to the period! From some of the lists: 
 
Suspenders – Gallowses 
 
This is a bit before our time, written by James Adair during the 1735 to 1744, but is a memorable 18th C reference to 
suspenders nonetheless:   
 
    “They (Indians) have a great aversion to the wearing of breeches; for to that custom, they affix the idea of 
helplessness, and effeminacy.  I know a German of thirty years standing, chiefly among the Chikkasah Indians who 
because he kept up his breeches with a narrow piece of cloth that reached across his shoulders, is distinguished by them, 
as are all his countrymen, by the despicable appellative, Kish-Kish Tarakshe, or "Tied Arse." -- They esteem the English 
much more than the Germans, because our limbs, they say, are less restrained by our apparel from manly exercise, than 
theirs.  The Indian woman also discreetly observe, that, as all their men sit down to make water, the ugly breeches 
would exceedingly incommode them; and that, if they were allowed to wear breeches, it would portend no good to their 
country: however, they add, should they ever be so unlucky as to have that pinching custom introduced among them, the 
English breeches would best suit their own female posture on that occasion; but that it would be exceedingly 
troublesome either way.” 
 
From The History of the American Indians, Particularly Those Nations Adjoining to the Mississippi, East and 
West Florida, Georgia, South and North Carolina, and Virginia . 
 
From a 1759 Dictionary: 
 
GA'LLOCHES (S.) a sort of leather clogs that cover good part of the shoes, particularly at and about the 
toes. (What we now call “galoshes” – goes back a wa ys!!)  
 
As for GA'LLOWSES:  (S) certain straps with eyes sewed to the end of them to hook up school-boys breeches, or of 
such persons whose hips are very slender.

London MDCCLX (1760) 
 
"GALLOWSES , contrivances made of cloth, and hooks and eyes, worn over the shoulders by men to keep their 
breeches up. " 
 
Now for further exploration, as you said period images would be nice. Also, it would be nice to track down primary 
written sources to verify some claims (I REPEAT CLAIMS that need documentation)  I've (Dean) seen in secondary 
sources such as... ALLEDGEDLY..:1. 17th century braces were configured in an H pattern with a strip of cloth 
connecting the straps across the back. Supposedly needed when the loose petticoat breeches were in fashion -(So loose 
and skirtlike , I think it was in Pepys diary that he mused about a gentleman who was walking around all day who hadn't 
noticed  be had both his legs in one leg opening :) 
2. The X Configuration came about in the 18th Century. 
3. Ribbon ties as a fastener (to Buttons or button holes) came into being during French Revolutionary times. 
4. A 1790's'traveller' to the backwaters of Virginia supposedly noting that the rivermen were wearing a single strap 
diagonally across their bodies to hold their trousers (ie-- left front hip over right shoulder). Who was this traveler? 
Maybe if we knew, then we could verify an original source.
