On Sunday, the Crown Forces met with marginally better fortune. We apparentlyraxgreinto

an ambush by militia troops and exchanged some spirited volleys with them until we were
outflanked. We made a fairly orderly retreat, showering the Doodles with volleygtimut the
process. This one had more shooting and gave the crowd a better view of military maneunering
firing than Huck's Defeat had on Saturday.

Sjt Johnson of the 64th said that our performance in marching and maneuvering "was like a bunch
of orangutans.” There was no rum ration and floggings were promised, despite the taat tha
performance only had to match that of a Provincial Regiment. The Sjt said even tihenauidn't

have us.

This was a fun event, the weather was unbelievable for July in SC: highs barelygé&#achind

Saturday was a very slow day mainly due to excessive heat and humidity. Some were able to spend a lot of
time in the shady woods — with the ticks and chiggers — but 4" Coy got tasked to be the Advance Picquets
and to fight the early action in the sun. Most of the guys had expended their ammo before the main fight was
joined and we had a lot of heat issues.

Saturday evening was a

fantastic relief! We had a
company dinner at the King's
Arms in Williamsburg. The meal
was excellent, as expected. When
the “wandering minstrel lady” sang
for us, she got us going on a whole
series of songs with Brian Lewis
taking the lead. He is now officially
designated as our “Son%meister /
Choir Director” for the 4™ Coy. We
have some fellows who actually

was even more fun since we were
singing some “beat up on the French” songs and there happened to be a visiting French family at the next set
of tables! We got a lot of applause from other guests, so | don’t guess we were disturbing them too much
(either that or they were applauding the silence following the songs!). It was a good evening. | handed out
the neat certificates and VERY nice reproduction mi  niature paintings of Lord Cornwallis that Michael
Grenier of the 64 ™, Crown Force commander, had gotten for us all. We all owe a BIG “THANK YOU" to
Mary Grenier for all the work that she put into mak  ing those up (as she had done for the really cool
certificates she’d made up for Charleston). Thatwa s a nice touch.

Sunday was, as is so often the case, a much better day. The commanders had gotten together and
decided to truncate the battle which made for a much more realistic visual impact and less fatigue on the
troops. We were the “patrol” that was sent out to locate the Doodles and be the initial “bait” to draw them into
our prepared trap. So, we got to start the fight in the woods again. It was HILARIOUS! The Doodle light
infantry got confused and was shooting into the backs of their own men! The conversation between the
different Rebel units was a hoot: “Shoot the REDCOATS — not US!” We had a pretty good position with a
decent field of fire. Even in our red coats and white cross belts - - even after I'd gone forward to tell the
Rebels where we were to be found - - even after firing a couple of volleys to make sound and smoke to let
them know where we were - - they still engaged in fratricide with their own troops!

So much for the Myth of: “red coats made Brits easi er to find and shoot in the woods.”

The rest of the battle went pretty much accordingt o script and we were rolling by 3:00 PM__!

This was one where the organizers did all the right things. There had been good publicity; the site
was really very nice — and capable of supporting many more troops than were there; there were good vendors
— both period merchants and modern food vendors; medical care was there and did a great job with the heat
casualties. There was common sense exercised by the command staff in allowing uniforms to be reduced
(leaving off waistcoats and neck stocks — and even some dropped their coats). There was a snafu with water
supply — that was supposed to have been set up by the Winery, but didn’t happen. No National Guard water
buffaloes were available due to deployments and training needs. So, we brought our own.



The main positive thing was that money was made for the preservation of the battlefield of Green Spring and
some good publicity about that little known fight was provided. We had some good times. The major
downside was the very serious infestation of chiggers that put a serious hurt on several of our guys.

He quickly signed a peace treaty thie Indian
chiefs but died before he could return. His soklleecame very discontented, were unable to seitleesaurned home
after eighteen months. It is interesting that the tompanies of the Regiment who went out were esthed with two
specially designed colours from the Wardrobe, thlg occasion of companies having two colours." RéTGrenadier

It is all quite interesting, though there appdarbe a few discrepancies, such as the date of 861677, as
well as the rank of Jeffries, with one source ngllim a Captain and another a Colonel. Just tme shthought it was
quite interesting and it seems to be an interedtingf Guards history. Interesting to think thdiem the Guards
marched around the Tidewater area in 1781, theg weading the same ground as men of their Regitert done
over 100 years before.

That got me to looking further. From The Origin and History of the First or Grenadier Guards, by Lt.
Gen Sir F. W. Hamilton, KCB, London 1874 (I have aroriginal set in very fragile, but readable conditian),
Volume | (of 3), pg 201 “Expedition to Virginia” Disturbances, caused partly by the operation oNégation Act,
and partly by other more or less arbitrary measoféaxation, had been going on for some timénadolony of
Virginia, headed by a man of the name of Bacon.Wwhele colony was in a state of rebellion, and uffennews
reaching England at the end of September, 167@dternment determined, without loss of time, todseut a force to
quell it. A battalion of one thousand men, in fa@mpanies of 200 men, with six sergeants and sporals to each,
was to form the expedition and Captain Herbertigsffof the King’s Regiment of Foot Guards, thei@eofficer not
acting as major, received his commission on thef4ctober as lieutenant-colonel of this combinetps.

He goes on to name the officers assigned to thieusacompanies and mentions the colours that welered
for the companies of the detachment. Unfortunatilye is no information on just what the heck taetually DID with
the men and the book goes into some other camptiighgere coming up in the Low Countries and hidla
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The FIRST service of the Guards in America wab864, when, according ®econd to None, The
Coldstream Guards 1650-2000ed. Julian Padget, Leo Cooper, Yorkshire, 2000, pad:“In the same year (1664)
came an intriguing incident when some fifty Coldatmers took part in an expedition that was sefigld the Dutch in
North America. It was commanded by captain Robeltités of the Royal Navy and succeeded in captahiegapital
of the Durch Settlement in North America, which watied New Amsterdam. Captain Holmes promptly aesed it
New York in honour of the King's brother, The DubkYork, and so it has remained ever since.”

So, the Guards have a long and rich history of seise IN AMERICA which began before many of those
plebeian Marching/Shire Regiments were even conceid! In the three volume history of thé/Grenadier Guards,
the American Revolution is to be found about thddtg of volume 2! We represent units who have g lamnd
venerable tradition, and are the senior infantgyments of the British forces. The Royal Artillesythe senior ground
service and, of course, the Royal Navy is the sesg@ovice over all, but the Guards were makinggbihappen and
HOLDING the ground while defending the islands Idrgjore other regiments had their earliest beggside Proud!
