1. REQUIRED (NOT VOLUNTARY) Cartridge specifications:

Cartridges are to be rolled using stout paper (no newspaper) with twisted,
tied, glued or waxed closed bottomaet stapled or taped—and closed by
folding to form the tail.

Musket powder charges are not to exceed 100 gr. (I've been told that there
might be a little bit of “fudge factor” in here — but don’t take the chance. Play
the game by the rules.

Units consolidate their cartridges in unit ammo cans before traveling to Ydtown. On
initial arrival at registration the unit will turn in cartridges to desigdammunition
officials who will affix a colored label to the can(s).

Ammo cans will receive a colored label according brigade assignmefithe containers
are to be kept segregated in stacks by label color (i.e. by brigade)

Ammunition will be stored in a storage facility under constant supervision of arabtfico
will maintain secure access to the facility at all times.

At the time of a brigade’s ammunition draw a representative from each unit initzatebr
will be taken from formation to the ammunition storage site where they will deaw t
required number of rounds in bags from their unit's ammo can(s). A guard will escort the
ammunition to their appointed places of conveyance.

Once ammunition is distributed to the troops it should be completelyx@ended prior to

leaving the firing activity. (Reminds me of my days on the tank range ammunition

turn in should be required. Amnesty boxes will be provided to accept any unspent cartridges.
Place unused cartridges back into the zip-lock bags and in the amnesty box. An attempt wil
be made to get the bags back into the appropriate ammqNates. “An attempt - - )

ammunition will be transported to CNHP by NPS personnel, where it will be housed in the

Piney Bottom Creek, North Carolina

"Piney Bottom Massacre"
3 August 1781

After Greene had moved the war into South Cardlinbbnel Thomas Wade and Captain Culp of the Nogioltha
militia decided that their men could return honwghen they crossed McNeill's Ferry some of the ntele & piece of
coarse cloth from a poor servant girl by the nafridarren McDaniel. This insignificant piece of thowould lead to a
bloodbath (McNeill's Ferry was located in Lillingtoon the Cape Fear). John "Cunning John" McNeitied the ferry
and learned where the militiamen were camped ®ntght. He sent out his runners to call in thgdlist militia.
Within twenty-four hours the Loyalists rendezvousg¢the Longstreet Church and marched towardsdtoPs camp
(Longsteet Church is located in Fort Bragg on Loregt Road).

About an hour before sunlight the Lagtalcame up on the camp of Colonel Wade at PirwtoB Creek, a
branch of Rockfish Creek (for those who have beeRart Bragg, it is 2 kilometers south of Hollandop Zone). All
of Wade's men were asleep except one sentinel.n\tfieesentinel saw the advancing Loyalists he dailem. When
they didn't answer him he hailed them a second. tifrtee sentinel fired when he didn't receive amans

Loyalist Duncan McCallum fired at the sentinel drdke his arm with the ball. The Loyalists chargee
sleeping camp and shot down six of Wade's men. \Whigs broke and ran leaving everything behindiuiding a boy
left in the wagons. The boy pleaded for his lifig @ried to run, but Duncan Ferguson rode up todmich split his skull
with his broadsword.

The wagons were plundered, the offiteok all the money, and the men took everythirgy ttould carry.
They then burned the wagons (parts of these wagenstill there). Two days later many of the Terieturned and
took away the tires and other irons. One of thm# taken from a corpse was the cloth of Marren dMgél, which was
returned to her.

Sir: In consequence of the dispatches received jiaum Excellency by the Frigate La Concorde it basn judged
expedient to give up for the present the enter@ggenst New York and to turn our attention towatasSouth, with a
view, if we should not be able to attempt Chartesrt itself, to recover and secure the States dgjfiki@, North Carolina
and the Country of South Carolina and Georgia. Velg add a further inducement for giving up the fingntioned
enterprise, which is the arrival [in New York] of@inforcement of near 3000 Hessian Recruits. Risrgurpose we
have determined to remove the whole of the Frenmchyfand as large a detachment of the Americanmbea
spared,19 to Chesapeak, to meet Your Exlency there.

Upon the second, it appears proper to destine gathof our force as will be amply sufficient tatee the enemys
detachment, and then determine what use shall de ofathe remainder; and here two things presemselves for our
consideration. The enemy will either have senttteater part of their force, from Virginia, to Néterk or to Charles
town. If to New York, (which is the least probabieder present circumstances) Charles town will iaxea moderate
Garrison and it may be possible to attack it toastiage. If to Charles town, Then the Enemy wilkbesuperior to
General Greene, that they will be able to regagnvthole of the State of south Carolina and of cgneece, Georgia.
We therefore think that in this last case suchregf@t least should be detached to South Caradindllenable us to
keep the field and confine the enemy in or ne&harles town.

In the third case which we stated, we mean thatipposing the enemy should have totally evacuabegnia. It
appears to us necessary to make a solid establislathportsmouth, or any other place if more prpjmeorder to
render a Fleet in Chesapeak Bay entirely secutetaamploy the remainder of our land force andhsdessels as may
be proper for the service as has been explaintttipreceding Article. That is, either in the sedj€harles town, if
the Garrison shall be found sufficiently weak taraat the attempt, or to cover and secure the Cpshbuld it be
found otherwise.

Returning back to the enterprise agt. New York délpend upon a number of circumstances, the discuswhich we
will leave untill we have the happiness of a coafee with your Excellency. We have only to obséha the execution

of all or any of the plans which we have propoggdypon a supposition of a decided Naval supeyiagitcept that of
marching a reinforcement into south Carolina.



We would beg leave to take up so much of your He&ney's time, as to point out to you the vast inigpace of Charles
town and what advantages the enemy derive frorpdlsession of it. It is the Centre of their powethie south. By
holding it, they preserve a dangerous influenceubhout the whole State, as it is the only port twedonly place from
whence the people can procure those Articles @idorproduce which are essential to their supjmd, it in great
measure serves to cover and keep in subjectio8ttite of Georgia. From thence, the enemy can atsblesh small
posts in North Carolina. And if they maintain a piosChesapeak, they keep up the appearance ofsmisg 400 Miles
upon the Coast and of consequence have a pretesétting up claims which may be very detrimentathie interests of
America in European Councils.

We are not sufficiently acquainted with the positaf Charles town, neither is it necessary attthig, to enter into a

detail of the proper mode of attacking it, or af fhrobability which we should have of succeediray. these we will

refer your Excellency to Brigadier Genl. du por@dmmander of the Corps of Engineers in the sericke United

States, who will have the honor of presenting fhfsat Gentleman having been in Charles town agipah Engineer

during the greater part of the seige, and in tharbns of it as a prisoner of War a considerabteetafterwards, had
opportunities of making very full observations, winhe judiciously improved.

A variety of cases different from those we havéestamay occur. It is for this reason that we hérigiht proper to
send General du portail to your Excellency. Hallyfacquainted with every circumstance of our ABan this quarter,
and we recommend him to your Excellency as an &ffipon whose Abilities and in whose integrity yoay place the

fullest confidence.

We would observe to your Excellency that it will\eery essential to the dispatch of the businesemntemplation for
you to send up to Elk River at the Head of ChedaBeagy all your Frigates, Transports and Vesselp@rdor the
conveyance of the French and American Troops dbeBay. We shall endeavour to have as many aseéouhd in
Baltimore and other ports secured, but we haveorettsbelieve they will be very few. We have thedwoetc.

Per Jim: “Thus, Guards being the Guards, they were doing their own thing, probably using the older 1756/57
Exercise or a variation thereof, long after the 1764 had been officially adopted. Perhaps because the extra
motions, etc. were "prettier” for guard and parade formations at Windsor, etc.?”
